Sydney Metro is Australia’s biggest public transport project.

By 2030, Sydney will have a network of four metro lines, 46 stations and 113km of new metro rail.

Sydney Metro is revolutionising how Australia’s biggest city travels, connecting Sydney’s north west, south west
and greater west to fast, reliable turn-up-and-go metro services with fully accessible stations.

Passenger services from Chatswood to Sydenham will commence in mid-2024, then onto Bankstown in 2025.

In March, work will continue along the corridor and at Hurlstone Park Station (weather and site conditions
permitting). Work will be undertaken during standard construction hours, Monday to Friday 7am-6pm and Saturday
8am-6pm.

*From time to time we may finish work later than 6pm as we complete concrete pours. This will entail finishing off poured concrete
using manual and powered floats and may continue until 10pm. This may occur on up to four separate evenings during the month.
The noise impacts from this work will be very low.



Out-of-hours work

Due to the nature of some activities and for the safety of workers, some work will occur outside standard construction
hours, when trains are not running. Some equipment will also be delivered outside standard construction hours in line
with Transport for NSW requirements for the movement of oversized vehicles. Properties close to scheduled work will
be notified prior to work starting.
